At a recent workshop, the presenter was leading us in a conversation 

about the importance of congregations cultivating a, ñCulture of Call.ò 

The topic harkens Christians to the clarion Reformation belief in the, 

ñPriesthood of All Believers.ò 

 A Culture of Call asks us to recognize and find ways to live out that 

every person is called to ministry. The settings of ministry are distinct and 

unique to each individual. Each of us is called, and calls share common 

characteristics. Four of those are: 

1. Each call is a sacred trust placed in our hearts by the very source of 

life.  

2. Each call is from God therefore, it is grounded in faith, hope, and 

love. 

3. Each call inspires the one called, generates energy, shows as passion, 

and compels our best. 

4. Acting on the call contributes to healing in the world or revealing the 

Kingdom of God. 

 

Your call may change settings over the course of living and time. God 

may call you to surfing or to running your own business. Your call may 

be to listen to those in need or teach. You may be called to be a program-

mer, politician, doctor, lawyer or clerk. It is what you bring to the position 

rather than the position. A ñcallingò transforms occupations into vocations 

and jobs into opportunities to bear witness to faith, hope, and love. 

 

Cultivating a culture of call will require teaching about Godôs call, en-

couraging individuals to discern Godôs call, corporately recognizing and 

affirming Godôs call on individual lives, and - as the living Body of Christ 

- consecrating individuals into called lives. In all of this we are invited to 

celebrate lived calls.

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Johnõs Pen . . . 

     Did you know that Albert Einstein, the mathe-
matics and physics genius, was also a thoughtful 
man on all manner of subjects?  For at least 
twenty-five years I have had an Einstein calendar 
on my wall, and each month there is a charming 
picture and a quote of the great man.  It occurred 
to me as I was getting ready to change the calen-
dars on my wall that others might enjoy some of 

the words Einstein has shared with his listeners. 

     After marveling at his words all these years, I 
was somewhat surprised to read this quote in 
March, 2009:  ñI rarely think in words at all.ò  How 
else does one think?  I suppose mathematical 
symbols can be a language of thought.  Then there 
was a deeply spiritual side of Einstein:  ñNever lose 
a holy curiosity.ò  Or this:  ñScience without religion 
is lame; religion without science is blind.ò  No fur-

ther comment necessary. 

     Here is a quote that shows Einsteinôs aware-
ness of the limits of science:  ñIt would be possible 
to describe everything scientifically, but it would 
make no sense; it would be without meaning, as if 
you describe a Beethoven symphony as a varia-
tion of wave pressure.ò  Some quotes are humor-
ously clever:  ñAn hour sitting with a pretty girl on a 
park bench passes like a minute, but a minute on a 
hot stove seems like an hour.ò  Or this:  ñNot eve-
rything that counts can be counted; and not every-

thing that can be counted counts.ò 

     Other quotes are deeply profound:  ñThe most 
beautiful experience we can have is the mysteri-
ous.ò  Or this:  ñGreat spirits have always encoun-
tered violent opposition from mediocre minds.ò  Or 
this for anyone who has difficulty being alone:  ñI 
lived in that solitude which is painful in youth, but 
delicious in years of maturity.ò  Or this:  ñIt is 
enough if one tries every day to comprehend a 
little of this mystery.ò  And this:  ñImagination is 

more important than knowledge.ò 

     These three quotes reveal that Einstein cared 
deeply for the issues of humanness in our world:  
ñOnly morality in our actions can give beauty and 
dignity to life.ò  This:  ñOnly a life lived for others is 
a life worthwhile.ò  And:  ñWe must overcome the 

horrible obstacles of national frontiers.ò 

     I was slightly amused by this word:  ñTo punish 
me for my contempt for authority, fate made me an 
authority myself.ò  And finally, I think that this  is my 
favorite bit of wisdom from the great man:  ñWe are 
like ship-wrecked people trying to keep their balance 
on a miserable plank in the open sea...but once we
